Monika Fleshner is a professor in the Department of Integrative Physiology and a
member of the Center for Neuroscience at the University of Colorado at Boulder. She is
the director of the Stress Physiology laboratory and teaches undergraduate and graduate
immunology. Dr. Fleshner is the winner of the 2016 Arthur C. Guyton Distinguished
Lectureship Award from the Association of Chairs of Departments in Physiology.

Her integrative research program focuses on understanding 1) the impact of acute and
chronic stressor exposure (mental and physical) on behavior, neural, hormonal and
immunological function; 2) how such systems interact to affect the whole organism; and 3)
the mechanisms of increased stress robustness (resistance/resilience) produced by
exercise, prebiotics and cannabis constituents.

She has published ~190 peer-reviewed articles and serves on the editorial boards of the
Neurobiology of Stress, Brain, Behavior and Immunity and Frontiers in Neuroscience.
Previously, the National Science Foundation and the National Institutes of Health; and
currently Mead Johnson Nutrition and the Office of Naval Research, fund her research.
Dr. Fleshner previously served as the Chair of the Boulder Faculty Assembly (BFA)
Budget and Planning Committee (2014-2016), a member of the BFA Executive
Committee (2014-2016), faculty associate for the Vice Chancellor for Research at the
University of Colorado in Boulder (2009-2013), as President of the International Society
for Exercise Immunology (ISEI, 2011-2013), and President (2011-2012) and
Secretary/Treasurer (2004-2006) of the Psychoneuroimmunology Research Society
(PNIRS).

Christopher Waters received his bachelor’s degree in Chemical Engineering from the
University of Tennessee at Chattanooga, his Masters degree in Biomedical Engineering
from the University of Miami, and his Ph.D. in Biomedical Engineering from Vanderbilt
University, where he studied epidermal growth factor receptor processing and signaling.
After a short postdoctoral fellowship at Vanderbilt, he began his faculty career at
Northwestern University with joint appointments in the Departments of Anesthesiology
and Biomedical Engineering. In 1999 he moved to the Department of Physiology at the
University of Tennessee Health Science Center where he rose through the ranks to Full
Professor in 2006, served as Interim Chair of the department in 2006-2007, was Vice
Chair from 2007-2016, and now again serves as Interim Chair. He has joint appointments
in the Departments of Medicine and Orthopaedic Surgery and Biomedical Engineering.

His research focusses on the role of mechanobiology in lung disease with a particular
emphasis on the pathophysiology of acute respiratory distress syndrome (ARDS) and
ventilator-induced lung injury. His research has been supported by NIH, NSF, and other
foundations for over 20 years.

He serves on the editorial board for four journals, and he has served on numerous study
sections, including NIH and the VA. Dr. Waters has been a member of the American
Physiological Society (APS) since he was a graduate student, and has been involved in
the APS at many different levels. He received the Giles F. Filley Memorial Award for
Excellence in Respiratory Physiology and Medicine from the APS in 1998, and has served
as the Respiration Section representative on the Joint Program Committee and on the
Committee on Committees. He currently serves on the editorial board for two APS
journals, and was named a Star Reviewer in 2015.

Dixon Woodbury is a neuroscientist, focusing on the proteins that direct nerve-to-nerve
communication. His research is in cellular and molecular physiology and focuses on
membrane biophysics, particularly synaptic vesicle fusion and the role of SNARE
proteins. SNARE proteins form the molecular motor that drives exocytosis in nerve cells
and are the target of tetanus and botulinum toxin.

Dr. Woodbury earned double bachelor’'s degrees from the University of Utah in Chemistry
and Physics, and a Ph.D. from the University of California, Irvine, in Physiology and
Biophysics. Dr. Woodbury spent three years in post-doctoral research under Dr. Chris
Miller in the Biochemistry Department at Brandeis University in Waltham, Massachusetts,
and one year as a research associate at the Howard Hughes Medical Institute. He
became a faculty member at Wayne State University School of Medicine (Detroit,
Michigan) in 1990 and was promoted to Associate Professor with tenure in 1997. In 2001
Dr. Woodbury moved his family to Utah and accepted an appointment in the Zoology
Department at Brigham Young University (which became the Department of Physiology
and Developmental Biology in 2003). Dr. Woodbury served as associate director of the
Neuroscience Center at BYU from 2005-2010 and was appointed chair of the Physiology
and Developmental Biology Department within the College of Life Sciences in July 2012.

T. Richard Nichols received his undergraduate degree at Brown University in Biology
and his PhD in Physiology at Harvard Medical School. Following postdoctoral work at the
University of Alberta and Johns Hopkins University, he was appointed assistant professor
in the Department of Kinesiology at the University of Washington. In 1983, he rose
through the ranks at Emory University and served as interim chair of Physiology until
2007. He then was appointed Professor and Chair of the School of Applied Physiology at
Georgia Tech in 2007. In 2016, The School of Applied Physiology was incorporated into
the new School of Biological Sciences. He is currently Professor and also Director of the
Applied Physiology PhD Program. Nichols is also a member of the primary faculty of
Biomedical Engineering at Emory and Georgia Tech, and is Adjunct Professor in the
Division of Physical Therapy at Emory.

His research is focused on the role of sensory feedback from muscles on motor
coordination and involves a combination of biomechanics and neurophysiology. These
studies are also being applied to understanding the effects of spinal cord and peripheral
nerve injury and are funded by the NIH and the VA.

Martin_Frank received his Ph.D. in Physiology and Biophysics from the University of
lllinois, Urbana, in 1973 working under Dr. William W. Sleator. He served as a research
associate in the Cellular Physiology Laboratory, Michigan Cancer Foundation, Detroit, and
in the Department of Pharmacology and Toxicology, Michigan State University, East
Lansing. In 1975, he joined the Department of Physiology, George Washington University
School of Medicine, Washington, DC, as an assistant professor. From 1978-1985, he
served as the Executive Secretary, Physiology Study Section, Division of Research
Grants, National Institutes of Health, Bethesda, MD. While at NIH he set up his own
personal professional development program, working with various directors in the NIH
institutes. From 1983-1985, he was a member of the Senior Executive Service Candidate
Development Program, Department of Health and Human Services, Washington, D.C. As
part of the program, he served as a policy analyst in the Office of the Assistant Secretary
of Health, DHHS. In 1985, Frank accepted a position as the Executive Director of the
American Physiological Society, Bethesda, MD.

The American Physiological Society is a not-for-profit association devoted to fostering
education, scientific research, and dissemination of information in the physiological
sciences through its meetings and publications. The Society was founded in 1887 with 28
members and now has over 10,500 members. Frank manages a staff of 75 with an
annual budget of $19 million. In 2004, Frank accepted a Presidential Award for Excellence
in Science, Mathematics and Engineering Mentoring on behalf of the Society for its
extensive programs to increase the diversity of the discipline. Frank was also the
recipient of the 2001 Distinguished Alumni Award from his academic department at the
University of lllinois, Urbana. In 2004, he helped found the Washington DC Principles
Coalition for Free Access to Science, a Coalition that represents approximately 70 not-for-



profit society and university press publishers. The Coalition believes free access to the
scientific literature should be determined by the publishers’ business and publication
model, not government mandates.
